Monday 20th April		Haddon Hall and Bakewell					£59
NEW: This morning we travel to Bakewell for a market day visit (min 2 hours) then we continue to Haddon Hall for an afternoon visit (min 3 hours). The authentic medieval architecture of Haddon Hall, a 900-year-old country house, has made it popular with film makers with productions including Pride and Prejudice, The Other Boleyn Girl and Mary Queen of Scot being filmed here.
Haddon is considered one of the most important historic houses in the Western World and you can explore its medieval kitchens, the 110ft Long Gallery, Elizabethan Gardens and the wonderful art, tapestries and furniture collections.
Historic House Members get free admission to Haddon Hall, please advise at time of booking for a discount off the advertised price.

Tuesday 21st April		Chester with Guided Tour					£44
NEW: We travel to Chester where we will be met by a local guide for a combined coach and walking tour of this lovely walled city. After the tour you will have the rest of the afternoon to explore or shop as you please.

Made famous by Beatrix Havergal who established her School of Horticulture for Ladies here from 1932 to 1971, it’s now home to 20 acres of beautifully landscaped ornamental gardens.
Oxford is famous for its Inspector Morse connections and Universities, and has one of Britain’s most beautiful and historic city centres.

Thursday 18th June		Royal Ascot							£85
NEW: A fun day at the races today, our price includes coach travel and entrance ticket to the Windsor Enclosure plus a glass of Prosecco on arrival. Highclere
Famous for being the home of TVs Downtown Abbey, Highclere Castle has been transformed since its first written records in Anglo Saxon times to a medieval palace, a Tudor House and a Georgian Residence which was later transformed by Charles Barry into the Victorian Castle we see today. The house has been in the same family since 1679 and was the home in the early 20th C. of the 5th Lord Carnarvon who funded the discovery of Tutankhamen’s tomb.
The present Lord and Lady Carnarvon play a leading role in the running of the estate and this magnificent building which has over 250 rooms. You can explore the main state rooms which will be familiar to Downtown Abbey fans who will recognise many of the rooms used in the series that was filmed here between 2010 1nd 2016. On your tour around the house you will also see some of the bedrooms and downstairs, in what were the old servant’s quarters, The Egyptian Exhibition.
There are many acres of parkland and woods, designed by Capability Brown, to explore plus closer to the house the original Monk’s Garden, the Secret Garden and the Rose Arbour are just some of the many delights waiting to be discovered.
